The placement fee for a Golden Retriever is due at the time of placement. The placement fee ranges from $175.00 to
$225.00 which covers the cost of medical treatment (spay/neuter, vaccinations, and heartworm check) given before
the Golden is placed. For puppies who are 10 months of age or younger, the placement fee is $225.00. It is
extremely rewarding to have people who are willing to make the last years the best years for our senior dogs.

Your application will not be submitted until after you click the submit button below! An acknowledgement will be
sent to your email address when we receive your application; usually this will happen within a few minutes.

The following information should be read now, but is not signed until your new Golden has been placed with you.

This Golden Retriever must live inside your home as a loved family member. Goldens shed year round and need to
be brushed weekly, and they are large dogs that need to be exercised daily. Additionally, including the cost of food,
veterinary care and licensing, grooming, etc., you will need to spend between $500 and $1000 per year to care for
your Golden. We place Goldens in "forever" homes. Are you willing to care for your Golden for the rest of its life?
Realizing that there are always exceptions, you must return your Golden to GRFR if, for some unforeseen reason,
you cannot keep the dog for its entire life.
